The Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Town of Krotz Springs were duly convened as the governing authority of said town by Mayor Carroll B. Snyder, who then stated that the Mayor and Board of Aldermen were ready for the transaction of business.

On motion of Keith Ardoin, and duly seconded by Larry Martinez to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held on January 14, 2025. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

On motion of Craig Burghdoff, and duly seconded by Nyssa Godwin that all outstanding bills be paid. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

On motion of Nyssa Godwin, and duly seconded by Keith Ardoin to approve the Financial Statements and Reconciliation Worksheets. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Sealed bids must be received by the Town of Krotz Springs at Town Hall, 224 Main Street, Krotz Springs, LA 70750 up the hour of 6:30 P.M. on April 8, 2025. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Maintenance Supervisor absent.

There was no public comment.
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On other business Mayor Snyder informed the Council that Aucoin and Associates is applying for a demolition grant. We already have 15 on the list. Harvey Leblanc received the benches for the Veteran’s Memorial and are ready to install.  Mayor Snyder called Echo about the black top that is busted in town and the reflectors that are missing. The company will get a contractor to come repair. 

On the announcements, Second Harvest Distribution is scheduled for February 18th and 19th and the Mayor’s Meeting is scheduled for February 24th in Cankton.  Chief Susie Snyder informed the Mayor and Council that Nolan Noel is scheduled for training for M-16 February 23-25, 2025. Once Nolan is finished, he will be certified to train in house for the department.
